ACCESS TO BIRTH RECORDS

Connecticut General Statutes $7-51 and 7-il1a,allows access to birth records to the following
categories of individuals:

*Birth records less than 100 years
* The person whose birth is recorded (if person is 18 or older); such person's parents;

grandparent or legal guardian; spouse; children (if child is 18 or older); grandchildren (if
grandchildren is 18 or older);

* Attorneys and tile examiners representing the person or such person's parent, guardian,
child, or surviving spouse

A Persons authorized by court order;
* Agent's of a state or federal agency as approved by the Depailment of Public Health;

and,

Access ls granted in accordance with $19a-41-2, of the public heatth code

a. Anyone requesting a copy of, either in person or by mail, or access to or permission to
examine the origina! or any copy of the birth certificate or birth record in the custody of
any registrar of vital statistics or the Department of 'Public Health shall provide
documentation provinq that such person is entitled to a copv or access to bi4h
certificates under Section 7-51 of the Connecticut General Statutes.

b. The person whose birth is recorded, if over eighteen (18) years of age or requester as
au thor i zedby7-51sha | l .Shou |dapho tograph ic
identification be unavailable, originals or photocopies of two (2) of the following
documents shall be substituted for it:

' 
1. Social security card;
2. Written verification of identity from employer;
3. Automobile registration;
4. Copy of utility bill showing name and address;
5. Checking account deposit slip stating name and address; and,
6. Voter registration card.

"Birth records over 100 years old are open to the public.
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
